Suggested list of Items to bring on your Adventure Package:

e Snacks

e Clothing layers with UV protection providing thermal insulation from cold and wind as
well as relief from the warmer portions of the day. Mountain mornings and evenings are
often much cooler with the afternoons being much warmer.

e Hat providing sun protection

e Bear Spray (if desired, may be sourced locally, but cannot be carried on commercial
airlines)

e Full lightweight rain gear or a rain jacket/poncho at a minimum

e Medication

e Insect repellant

e Downloading Yellowstone apps on your preferred electronic device related to flora,
fauna, night skies and park geysers may enhance your experience.
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
