+ Socks that prevent hot spots or blistering with
moisture wicking properties

+ Camera with extra batteries and/or charger
plus memory cards

* Optics for wildlife and scenic viewing

* Snacks

* Clothing layers with UV protection providing
thermal insulation from cold and wind as well
as relief from the warmer portions of the day.
Mountain mornings and evenings are often
much cooler with the afternoons being much
warmer.

+ Hat that provides sun protection

« Full lightweight rain gear or a rain jacket/
poncho at a minimum

* Medication

* Insect repellent

* To enhance your experience, search in your
phone’s app store for apps on night skies,
wildflowers (flora and fauna), and geysers.
Download the free National Park Service app
for Yellowstone here.
